I was employed in the above capacity by Gary Hather Plant Eire
on the 17th January 1990 when David Walker was injured in
an accident.

David Walker was not working for Mr Hather at the time of
the accident.

His car had broken down as a result of which he could not
work.

He used to come down to the yard at Masbrough Street wanting
us to two his car away. He did ndt undertake any work at
the yard, he just used to hang about and follow the men
around.

On the day in question, one of our machines had broken down
on site at Carlisle Street, Sheffield. I waé going out

to repair it and David Walker asked me if he could come
with me for the ride. I believe his intentimﬁ was to get

a lift into Attercliffe. I never asked him to come with
me.

We went in the pick-up truck to Carlisle Street where we
met up with Roy Haynes who was the Driver of the :machine
that had broken down.

The machine had a damaged hose which I replaced and I replenished
the hydraulic fluid. I cannot recall whether Ipoured the

fluid from the 5 gallon container into the machine, or whether

I poured the fluid into a gallon jug to replenish the machine.
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
